Who We’re Looking For  
The Bioengineering and Math Internship (BMI) Math Instructor work with MERIT staff to implement a five 
week learning experience for rising sophomores, who will apply to become MERIT Scholars in the fall. Each 
day students in the program will spend half their time learning math in the JHU Armstrong Medical Education 
Building and the other half of the day working in the BUGSS laboratory. The Math Instructor will look at 
student baseline data and design a curriculum to build skills aligned to the diagnostic scores. MERIT will 
purchase curricular materials that the Math Instructor requests, including a blended learning program. Lessons 
will be 2.5 hours each day, and the instructor will lead two groups of approximately 15 students, separated by a 
one-hour lunch/travel break. The instructor will be supported by three teaching assistants who will be 
responsible for coordinating transportation, managing lunch, taking attendance, grading, data entry, etc.  
Additionally, the teaching assistants will provide tutoring and instructional support at the discretion of the math 
instructor.

• Experience leading groups of students as a teacher or instructor (highly preferred)
